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Green Olympiad: Green Olympiad is a written examination conducted annually to 
create awareness about energy and resources available around us.

Wild Wisdom Quiz: The World Wildlife Foundation (WWF) conducts an online quiz annually 
for raising awareness about wildlife among young children. The 11th edition of this was 
conducted in AECS, Kaiga on 19 November, 2019.  The following students cleared the 
school level quiz and entered the state level round.
